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Science  

Tuscarora third graders are working on the FOSS Water and Cli-
mate unit. In this unit the students will investigate water and its 
properties. Students will begin to appreciate how important this 
unique material is to us. They will be observing how water reacts 
on different surfaces and in different temperatures. They will also 
do investigations to discover surface tension and density.  

Later in this unit, the students will analyze weather data 
(temperature, wind and precipitation) to reveal long-term patterns 
of weather in a place or region. They will learn to use tools to col-
lect weather data to study.  

Math 

Tuscaroraôs 
third grade 
students are 
just finish-
ing up math 
module 1, 
which deals 
with prop-
erties of 
multiplica-
tion and di-
vision and 
solving 
problems 
with units 
of 2ï5 and 
10. We are 

working very hard on our multiplication facts and 
committing them to memory. Being able to quick-
ly recall all multiplication facts for the factors 0-
12 (which we have started in our first module and 
will continue throughout the year, especially in 
module 3) will not only help students to be suc-
cessful in third grade but as they continue to 
move on to more difficult math concepts in fourth 
grade and beyond. The next module will find stu-
dents studying time, measuring weight and liquid 
volume in metric units, and rounding. It will also 
include addition and subtraction of two and three-
digit numbers. Along with our modules this year, 
we have a dedicated math skills time where we 
work on concepts that students may need more 
practice in and math fluency through games, tech-
nology, and small group activities.

Social Studies 
 

Third graders have been 
learning basic map 
skills, continents and 
oceans, and where they 
live in relationship to 
the rest of the world.

Students are learning to use their close reading 
skills to become experts on frogs.

Other Slippery Creatures.  This new knowledge is 
being used to answer questions and write para-
graphs.  Along with our paragraph instruction, the 
children have been practicing writing fall-themed 

activities.  Students are 
participating in guided 
reading groups as well.  
These groups work on 

skills such as fluency, 
comprehension, spelling, 
grammar, and vocabulary 
while reading at their own 
level.
